The world première of Around the World in 80 Days marks Brunel 200, celebrating the 200th anniversary of the birth of Isambard Kingdom Brunel. It is also the chosen book for The Great Reading Adventure 2006 – a scheme encouraging children and young adults in the South West to read Jules Verne’s fast-paced classic. 
Around The World in 80 Days, the classic Victorian adventure novel, bursts onto the Bristol Old Vic stage with all the unstoppable force of a runaway steam locomotive as an electrifying celebration of the power of human invention to make the impossible happen.

On the very day that the bank of England is robbed, Mr Phileas Fogg and his faithful manservant Passepartout hurriedly leave London in the middle of the night to circumnavigate the globe in a mere 80 days.

Jules Verne is considered to be the founding father of science fiction, writing such classics as A Journey to the Centre of the Earth and Twenty Thousand Leagues Under The Sea. Verne’s stories, written for children and adults caught the enterprising spirit of the 19th century and its fascination with scientific progress and invention.

The production is adapted for the stage and directed by Toby Hulse. His previous work at Bristol Old Vic includes the hugely successful No Loud Bangs series and The Chatterbox. A cast of three comic actors will be creating over 30 roles: Howard Coggins (Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland; Beasts and Beauties) will play roles including Passepartout; Craig Edwards (The Great Big Story Mix Up, A Midsummer Night’s Dream) will be playing Fix of the Yard and numerous others; while Nick Caldecott in his Bristol Old Vic debut will take the role of Phileas Fogg.
