	What did they like about the book(s)?


	We have used Refugee Boy- already selected as a Y9 class reader. Very pleased to have more copies. Y9 enjoy the novel- gritty, real, tough etc. Very good for raising difficult issues to do with asylum etc.

	They loved the fact that they had their own copy of our class book! Some read it almost over night upon receiving it! The story really hooked them as well - they learnt a lot and it prompted a lot if really valuable and positive discussion about the issues it raised about refugees and discrimination. We have a partner school in Ethiopia that we are raising money for and so the link also hooked them.

	Challenging, engaging topic.

	They really liked the themes - racism, positive ideas about what you can do if motivated and determined.

	The fact that it's opening their eyes to the experiences and feelings of a refugee child.

	Refugee Boy wasn't popular and disappointed those who had read and enjoyed "Face" by Benjamin Zephaniah. Small Island was enjoyed by those who got through it but was a demanding read. We used extracts with teaching groups successfully as a way in to discussing issues, characters and themes and to prepare for the workshop.

	The issues in the books were extremely relevant to our children. We are a 9o% BME school with many children and their families born outside the UK. The younger children nursery - Yr2 really engaged with Amazing Grace. The year 5&6 children particularly boys, particularly Somali boys, were riveted by the story of Refugee Boy.

	Very simple text (for Y3) with scope for discussion, great illustrations.

	The descriptions of teenage behaviour, and the way it was easy to read out.


	What did they dislike about the book(s)?


	Nothing!

	The problem with Small Island was it was only really suitable for Y10 upwards and we had a reading group for them but we did not have space on the curriculum to teach a text of this length.

	The children did not dislike any part of the story - they did not like the bullying (characters) they really empathised with Alem.

	Refugee Boy: it's just not a very good book. Characters and dialogue are stiff and unconvincing, and the story arc isn't well sustained. Small Island: some find the jumping between narrative voices hard to cope with; some were shocked and in one or two cases upset by the more sexual and/or violent elements.

	To help support existing scheme of work- resources which stimulate discussion and interest from the children

	In our two Year 6 classes, we used the material in the Activity Pack as the basis for our Literacy learning in our International Week. It provided structured shared reading sessions of the book and of the Poetry. It was a fantastic teacher's aid and made us really use the book as part of the children's learning. The children were absolutely hooked on the story and our week produced some fantastic poetry and very in-depth discussion on the issues raised in the book and Activity Packs. (Refugees, discrimination, racism, abolition of the slave trade etc)

	Some questions were good discussion points and fitted in with PSHE.

	Thank you for the opportunity of being involved in this project. The children gained so much and were thrilled to be given books that they enjoyed so much. Refugee Boy was an excellent choice of for this age range.

	Thought it was very well organised and we enjoyed all of the opportunities we were offered. Have you heard of Pirates by Celia Rees which is set in Bristol and the Caribbean at the time of the merchants and slavery? 1724.

	It would be useful in the initial letter to know what year groups the books are suitable for as we were unsure about what age range Refugee Boy was targeted at.

	I think this is a great initiative (the best thing that came out of the European City of Culture bid), but with respect, the books have not been well chosen (or not for secondary schools, at any rate). Gregory's A Respectable Trade would have been better for Bristol that Small Island and more accessible; Day of the Triffids is a great story but rather dated; Around the World in 80 Days is again a great story but dated and not Bristol-orientated or worth the support and publicity given to it as a work of literature. For better take-up by secondary schools, the demands of the Nat Curriculum and English (or history?) GCSE / A level syllabuses need to be taken more account of.

	It was fantastic to have children and staff reading the same books. Lots of our community have read Refugee Boy and the discussions about it made a change from talking about what was on TV. Small Island was a bit difficult for some of our community who are new to English. We found a book to suit our year 3 and 4 readers for whom Refugee Boy was to challenging but Amazing Grace not challenging enough.

	Please provide any comments you have on the workshop.


	Really good - all children enjoyed activities/ were able to access them at their own level. I learnt too!

	We focused on Amazing Grace because it really celebrates a) stories and b) positive 'can do' role models for pupils. We had already identified elements of stories with symbols, pictures, drawings etc and Gloria was more than happy to take what pupils were bringing to the workshop and make two fantastic banners.

	Good on cultural variety and influences. Good on universal nature of rhythm in poems. Good on physical aspects of poems. Needed to have a clear structure to the session planned.

	An excellent morning - Claire provided an interesting, stimulating workshop. She managed to pitch it correctly for the group - 16-19 year olds with moderate learning difficulties.

	The girls recognized similarities/ differences in short, fun activities.

	Really helped to bring Refugee Boy book to life, and helped all to empathise with the experience of refugees.

	Provided further understanding of the book - Amazing Grace.

	A focused and involving opportunity for the girls to explore creatively a given theme.

	We didn't really have any expectations! It's always great to have the 'outside' come into the school environment.

	The workshop was very well planed, and executed with a variety of very useful activities for our students. These had all been well negotiated and discussed with the tutor beforehand. Great facilitators. Good experience.

	Good variety of games - sparked children's interest. They enjoyed warm-up games and activities which made them think.

	Claire was happy to communicate to ensure the lesson was suitable for age group and because OFSTED was in she communicated well with us.

	Excellent ideas, well presented and at a very good pace.

	Mike was very good. I think we were both a little uncertain about how the session would go as it was hard to establish what direction things should take, especially as we did the initiative with Yr 9s who were really to young for all but the best readers to have read the book – Yrs 10 and 11 are taken up with GCSE syllabuses which have no slot for studying modern fiction, and it didn’t fit in with A level syllabuses either, so it was Yr 9 or no one. What Mike did do very successfully was to explore general themes touched on in the novel; issues surrounding reading and reading choices, and brilliantly linking “Small Island” with the novel “Coram Boy”, which all the girls did know well. We were very grateful to have received this material and to have been allotted Mike for a workshop session.

	It was excellent. The children were interested in the ideas/activities.

	Fantastic workshop with every child able to contribute ideas. Gloria answered questions about her life as an artist and her background - a wonderful inspiration for the children. We have 2 precious works of art in our hall!

	Claire used a story the children knew and drew out a number of issues from the books: racism, sexism.

	Claire has a beautifully calm, focussed yet relaxed approach which is appreciated by staff and students at YES. The workshop engaged students with a theme everyone could relate to and a great deal of creativity was unleashed.

	Well presented and prepared.

	I liked the way that the teacher asked relevant questions about the text to make sure the students understood the difficult words, phrases and concepts so everyone had a shared understanding. I liked the actions for each of the characters Grace pretended to be and the way they were used in the workshop. The theme of the last session was exactly right for the age of children.

	Great to build on work already done in classroom. Recapped issues discussed in class.

	Book is a great starter.

	The workshop more than exceeded our expectations. All students were included - even those reluctant to join in with drama were able to talk today about what they have learnt from the session. In particular a student who is not always tolerant of people from other countries was able to voice quite strongly how it felt to be the mermaid in the tableau and how uncomfortable it made her feel.

	Children loved the change to role play parts from stories they know. It gave the children a chance to have a god at activities they had not previously tried - frozen postcards etc.

	Built on the storytelling elements.

	Yes, definitely. I wasn't sure really what to expect from the workshop but it covered an excellent range of skills which are sometimes difficult to cover. The children were well-managed and the session showed good progression.

	I did not know what to expect but I was very impressed with the class management and how all of the children were involved all of the time in the session. Good role play and circle time ideas.

	Wasn't really sure what to expect but the activities linked really well with the Small Island Read activities we have done on Amazing Grace.

	They all gained in confidence and understanding as the session progressed. Great guidance from Moira for how to perform and be a super audience.

	Fun, engaging activities. Great pace!

	I always need examples of good practice to feed into my own work.

	Brought story alive. Gave us more ideas in inspire and warm up. Helping children to understand emotions. Experience of different techniques.

	I liked the quick no speaking tableaux - children had to think and cooperate. The warm up exercises were very effective, focusing and helping the group to work together. Lovely to act out idea, scenarios and emotions from Amazing Grace - which we had worked on - but not dramatically since we were having this workshop.

	Children were involved - interesting and animated. Lots of different activities. Changed pace often to keep children's attention.

	Following instructions. Thinking about characters.

	I was unsure as to what the workshop was about as I had had no previous information.

	I liked the fact that the students were pushed and challenged. They were presented with material that was for an older audience and I think they appreciated this - they aren't used to this poetry workshop formula but I thought it worked really well with Gifted and Talented Year 7.

	Good presentation of book. Excellent "guided" poetry writing - high expectations of children and very welcoming of all responses. Children had opportunity to contribute. Clear message - you can do anything!

	'Great.' 'Fab.' 'Wonderful'. 'Enjoyable.' 'Exciting.' 'Creative.' 'I learnt a lot.' 'We loved it.'

	It was great to see them being stimulated by many of the ideas in Amazing Grace and wanting to make their own piece. The way things worked out Gloria got them working really intensively and under pressure which was really good for them! 'I liked making things and the book. I liked to see how the bannner could be transferred from the book. I didn't realise how quickly it could be done.' 'I thought it would be boring but it was really good. Gloria had a good imagination. She took her ideas from the illustrations and helped us make a banner.' 'I really enjoyed the art work. I thought some of the issues were quite emotional, because similar things had happened to Gloria in school and now she used it in her art. She (Gloria) helped to keep everyone working.' 'Gloria had lots of ideas, I thought it would be boring. You changed my attitude.' - to which Gloria replied 'I needed to guide you, then your own ideas took over.'

	Students especially enjoyed being involved in poetry activity physically.

	They really enjoyed working with someone who was 'a real poet'. The issues were drawn out and provided follow on activities. It was beneficial having so many speaking and listening activities - they loved making the group poem.

	They enjoyed all the thought provoking games and discussion.

	Good PHSE links.

	Children enjoyed the activity, got a chance to be creative and take on a role. Enjoyed working together. Children's comments on what they enjoyed about today: "It was fun and exciting" Ashleigh. "I enjoyed the fun games" Natasha "I loved the acting" Phoebe "The freeze frames were fun" Ella "Everything" Aaron "Acting out the poems" Alfie "I liked being Peter Pan" George.

	The feedback from a published writer is always valued.

	They loved the warm-up games/ activities and the improvisation work. They didn't like the bomb game. Didn't want to spend time on 'name games'. Wanted to know the plot of Othello. They loved the other games, especially the noisy ones! They really enjoyed the modern improvisations, freedom etc. They'd like Graham and Dan to return and perhaps do a How to Act Shakespeare workshop, looking in more detail at line delivery, stage fighting etc. Many thanks.

	Students found the workshop very useful. They learnt a lot about Shakespeare and about Othello. They enjoyed the drama games, although a few found them difficult and were shy and inhibited. Students said: 'very good experience.' Some found drama games inhibiting - not used to these in their culture. Had never done drama games before. Liked the session about Othello - characters and plot. Enjoyed learning about Shakespearean iambic pentameters. Enjoyed looking at Othello's speech and being helped to understand the language. Generally very positive.

	I will use some of the activities again for drama/ literacy warm-ups.

	They were interested in how to develop a story and character.

	'It was amazing' They loved the drama games and the team building aspects.

	Sorry: term ends today and we haven’t really had time to follow up yet

	The children got a better insight into Refugee Boy because of the activities. They were all engaged.

	We’ve never used so much glue! we did everything ourselves we did it together I loved slopping on the glue - it was messy I'VE NEVER MADE SUCH A BIG PIECE OF ART

	Enjoyed the poetry writing - talking was centred around the poem and what girls or/ and boys were good at.

	Students developed an understanding that they can create poetry. Comments: 'Inspiring choice of subject matter.' 'Helped to relieve pressure by being able to say how I feel'. 'Did a wicked poem with Tom'. 'I enjoyed writing and rhyming words'. 'It was difficult but good.' 'Loved it'. 'It was fun.' 'Accessible, brilliant, creative, diverse, excellent, f****** wonderful, gracious, holistic, intriguing inclusive, jolly, knowledgeable, learning loved it, memorable, notable, observations, poetry, quick, result, sound, techniques, universal, versatile, witty, X-rated, yes, zestful.'

	Session linked the need not be judgemental in life and to be tolerant of others. Comment: 'I liked it - I learnt something new from a stranger. Claire was also very patient and descriptive with that we were reading.' 'We can all relate to human emotions.'

	They thought about what it was like to be a new person in school and we have had a few new children joining us within the year. Gave them the opportunity to work together and collaborate. Comments: 'It taught us how to act our feelings'. 'I liked it when we walked around and you said the actions we had to do.' Lots of children liked the clapping activity.

	Children said: 'Enjoyed acting', 'All of it', 'Being sad.'

	Listening, stillness, sharing ideas.

	In the follow up lesson today we asked 'What went well?'. The majority of the students stated that they enjoyed working as a group, they also liked the fact that they did a little bit of drama. One student stated that it made them understand how it felt to be different. It has had a very strong impact on the majority of the students. We then asked if it could be 'even better' and they all said that the only thing they would change if it could be longer.

	A lot of the children are not great readers/ writers so they found the chance to explore stories through other methods really inspiring.

	A new skill to apply to story planning - physical storyboarding. Comments: excellent, brilliant, amazing, fantastic, stunning, gorgeous, creative, fabulous, active, imaginative.

	They enjoyed taking part in all the activities and all the children contributed well. They worked well in groups and the discussion work was effectively carried out too.

	Good speaking and listening opportunities. I liked the way all the children were involved. I think this session will help them think about character descriptions within stories.

	Great group work opportunity. Children really engaged and Moira was very positive and full of energy for a Friday afternoon. We are writing fairy tales next week and so all the storytelling will have really made the children aware of beginning, middle and end.

	'I loved the You game'. 'The rules for the red/green game might be changed to make it more fair.' 'I loved all of it! It was great. Can we do it again?'. 'I thought I would be scared and embarrassed but it was fine'. 'I really liked doing the freeze frames.'

	Opportunities for imagination. Working in different groups. Quiet ones get chance to show ideas. Comments: 'I really liked the acting', 'She made it more fun the way she did it', 'She was wicked!', 'Fun. I liked the You game', 'The red light/ green light game was fun', 'The workshop was really cool and you made it fun.'

	'Red light/ green light - practising being in role.' 'Everything! How to act out a story in freeze frames.' 'You - quick decisions'. 'Games, concentration', 'A different person!'

	Experience of creating a picture. Ideas for working together - times for talking and not talking, times for movement and stillness, using body language, sound effects.

	Cooperation, teamwork, listening for each other, seeing another dimension, thinking ideas through. Comments: 'Very exciting and great fun', 'Excellent way to introduce student to drama', ' I enjoyed making shapes', 'Great fun to work together', 'Red light/ green light - great fun', 'Being in the bubble was fun because you were in your own and no one else was interfering', 'You could get lost in your own ideas in the bubble', 'Human postcards were fun', 'My favourite part was working with my friends on the book'.

	Bought story to life. Lots of fun activities. Understood structure of stories and with the idea of frozen frames showed that stories have beginnings, middles and ends.

	Drama work in teams was really effective. Postcard scenes made the children consider emotions and story progression.

	To a limited extent. I felt that their activity had to be rushed due to school assembly.

	Yes. They worked really well as a group - even though they don't usually work together. I think it was great how they were encouraged to read out their poems afterwards and the rest of the class were really attentive and supportive.

	Greater awareness of poetry and use of/ sound of language. Understanding of need to choose "best word".

	
What recommendations do you have for the provision of workshops for future projects?


	Maybe lead the drama into writing.

	Just keep up the good work - visual art can be so stimulating and inclusive for kids who are struggling with reading in the first place.! Thanks again.

	Writers/ poets telling stories from a variety of cultures.

	This is the 2nd year I have been fortunate enough to have a workshop - Both have been excellent. No recommendations except increasing the number if money permitted! Simplified materials at appropriate age are always useful too.

	Possibly more extended writing activity for Y6 but workshop was great.

	The size of group (15) seemed to work very well. A pleasurable, useful session.

	I think giving them more idea of the whole text (in this case Othello) would have helped the girls put the selected scene into context. I'm not sure if they are much clearer re: the plot of Othello. Perhaps spend less time sitting down and reading the selected scene? Thanks to Graham and Dan. A really enjoyable day.

	Thanks for such a worthwhile workshop/

	Perhaps more time for pupils to write and edit their work - my pupils didn't write to the best of their ability.

	To ensure contact is made between class teacher and workshop person to continue in creating good aims and accessible lesson.

	Better advance information about how the workshop will be run; what will happen, and what we should be doing to prepare pupils.

	Make it more visual for EAL learners. sometimes an image can key them in.

	Lots more of them! As a teacher, I've learned a new technique for working large scale. It's a shame schools can't afford to get artists in to schools more often. Could there be 'A GREAT ART ADVENTURE'?!

	Bigger Book or copies for the children to see words/ illustrations as reader reading.

	More of them! We certainly hope to be involved again next year.

	More of them.

	More of them. Maybe the writing activity could have been a letter of a characters profile rather than a story as the session wasn't long enough to complete the task. Even a storyboard may have been a more realistic expectation.

	More of the same please. The kids loved the drama.

	It would be nice to see them involved in story telling activities.

	They could draw a character and describe them (written activity). Groups could be mixed boys and girls.

	More of them, especially for larger schools like us!

	Staff in school need to be aware of activities also timing as I expected workshop to take place in the afternoon.

	Student feedback showed they enjoyed the workshops. They have gone on to do further work in their own time and produced 'best' drafts. Prizes have been awarded.

We devised 3 interactive drama pieces based on Small Island, Refugee Boy and Amazing Grace books, covering themes of journey, loss, identity, self esteem and racism.  The pieces were visually performed by us using speech, cloth and song.  Throughout the performances we engaged the students to talk about the impact of the drama they were witnessing, and encouraged discussion on the issues raised.

Using scarves, props we brought to life three generations of Bristol people’s own stories: INEZ, a grandmother, FAUSA a mother and BOBBY’S. On the theme of dreams, students were taken on journeys to see what happened to each person’s dreams.

Our precious things Students spent a long time diligently modeling objects precious to them only to find at end of the lesson they were told to destroy them. Message: What you leave behind when seeking asylum in another country; how you have to build a new life from scratch.

Senses of Freedom In table groups, capturing student’s creative expressions of freedom.

‘It tastes like:
